Der World Gold Council (WGC) gab kirzlich die neusten Zahlen zu den Goldreserven der weltweiten
Zentralbanken bekannt. Bei der Mehrheit der gelisteten Zentralbanken wurden Kéaufe und Verk&ufe per Ende
Oktober 2019 bertcksichtigt.

Laut den Angaben erhdhte die tirkische Zentralbank ihre Goldreserven im Oktober 2019 um 12,8 Tonnen,;
die Reserven der tirkischen Geschaftsbanken wuchsen um 15,6 Tonnen des Edelmetalls.

Weitere Zunahmen verzeichneten die Zentralbanken der russischen Fdderation (+10,2 Tonnen), Serbien (+9
Tonnen), Usbekistan (+6,5 Tonnen), die Vereinigten Arabischen Emirate (+2 Tonnen), die Mongolei (+1,3
Tonnen) und Malta (+0,1 Tonnen).

Abnahmen der Goldreserven ergaben sich hingegen in Deutschland (-0,3 Tonnen), der Eurozone (-0,2
Tonnen) und Kasachstan (-0,1 Tonnen).

Data are taken from
the Intermational Monetary Fund's Intemational Financial Statistics (IFS), December 2019 adition, and
other sources where applicable. IFS data are two months in arrears, so holdings are as of October 2019
for most countries, September 2019 or earlier for [ate reporters. The table does not list all gold holders:
countries which have not reported their gold holdings to the IMF in the last six months are not included,
while other countries are known to hold gold but they do not report their holdings publicly. Where the WGC
knows of movements that are not reported to the IMF or misprints, changes have been made.

“*The percentage share held in gold of total foreign reserves, as calculated by the World Gold Council. The
value of gold holdings is calculated using the end of month LBMA Gold price published daily by ICE
Benchmark Administration. In October 2019 the end of month gold price was US$1,510.95/0z. Data for
the value of other reserves are taken from IFS, table “Total Reserves minus Gold".
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
